Guidelines for the “Fashion show - Contest”

1. One elimination round (preliminary) will be held a day prior at the venue (check with organizers for reconfirmation on venue) where each team will be given 5 mins for a sequence of their choice. The music track for the same will be their own choice, which the teams will have to provide to the organizers in the form of a tape or CD.

2. There will be a total of 8 teams chosen after the preliminary round for the finals on the following day.

3. There will be a total of three sequences for each team categorized as Indian ethnic, Indo Western, and Western formals.

4. Each team is allowed a minimum of 8 and maximum of 12 models including male and female.  An entry fee of Rs.200/- is being charged per team.  

5. The judging will be on four categories i.e. Choreography, Garments, Models & Presentation (choice of music, accessories & props used and any other creativity or innovation)

6. Each team will be allocated a maximum of 15 minutes inclusive of three sequences, compering and introductions. Teams exceeding the time limit will attract negative marks.

7. The participating teams will need to provide to the organizers a copy of their music on tape or CD prior to the start of the show and keep a copy of the same.

8. Each team will have their own Master of Ceremonies (Compere) and a non-professional Choreographer.

9. Teams are allowed to get clothes sponsorships for sequences for which a credit line can be given in the script (only) by the Compere.

10. All finalists to report at the venue two hours prior to the start of show after make up.

11. Change rooms space will be provided to each team and the teams are responsible to arrange all garments in order well in advance. All garments will need to be ironed by the teams themselves.

12. Each team will be on standby in the order provided by the organizers and hand over their music to the sound engineer with their own sound & light personnel supervising during the teams presentation.

13.  Professionals will judge the event and their decision will be final and binding.
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
